	General Display Safety
· Size of display no larger than 1.2m x 0.8m x 3.5m (W x D x H)

· All materials fit within display area (note: request demonstration permission if you need more space during judging)
· Exhibit is self standing with no sharp edges or corners

· All paper glued with minimal air pockets

· No loose papers on table

	
	

	Flame and Electrical
· Open flames or heat sources are not displayed
· All electrical devices are CSA or UL approved (3 wire conductor required)

· Ground Fault Interrupters (GFI) present if needed

· Water is not present near electrical sources

· High voltage electrical devices can be displayed but not operated

· Insulating grommets present at points of entry

· Any exposed live parts are less than 36 volts
· Current (amperage) must be low so as not to cause any discomfort or danger if touched.

· Wet Cells are not displayed
· Electrical devices must be protectively enclosed as far as it is practical.

	
	

	Chemical and Hazardous Materials

· Chemicals that are in nature hazardous, flammable, explosive or highly toxic are simulated

· Dangerous chemicals are not allowed (medicine, over the counter drugs, kitchen and laundry supplies)

	Radiation Producing Equipment

· Only manufacturer labeled ANSI ‘Class 1' unmodified Lasers or laser diodes can be operated at the fair.

· L.E.D. (non focused light emitting diodes) are not lasers and are acceptable for operation. 

· Lasers are to be affixed to the apparatus. (not removable)

· Lasers are not to point upward or into the viewing arena. 
· Any radio-active materials may not be displayed.

· X-ray or radiation-producing equipment, microwave, ultraviolet, infrared, etc. devices may not be operated


	
	

	Structural and Mechanical Safety
· Dangerous moving parts such as belts, gears, pulleys and propeller blades must be suitably guarded.

· Pressurised vessels must have a safety valve.  

· Compressed gas cylinders are not allowed.


	
	

	Microorganisms and Biohazards
· The following hazardous biological materials may not be displayed at the CWSF:

· Radio‑isotopes or compounds containing radio‑isotopes at activities above normal background.

· Biological toxins.

· Micro‑organisms.  The use of mixed cultures obtained from the environment (e.g., soils, mouth swabs) is acceptable for experimentation, but not for display.

· Cells or tissues infected with animal or plant viruses.

· No cultures are allowed for exhibition.  Photographs or simulated cultures may be used.
· Experimentation involving hazardous materials must be carried out under controlled laboratory conditions and supervision.  The name and qualifications of the supervisor should be specified.

· No plant tissue, soil or material which could decompose shall be exhibited at a CWSF (organics cannot be displayed)

	
	

	Recombinant DNA and Animal Viruses
· Recombinant DNA experiment was conducted with proper supervision.  Evidence of supervision has been included in the “Contributions by Others” form and made available upon request.


	
	

	Animal Care
· Live animals (or animal parts) are not on display

· Experiments must conform with standards set out by Criminal Code of Canada, Section 446, Cruelty to Animals Guidelines, Canadian Wildlife Service, Canadian Council on Animal Care (seek appropriate approval from Ethics and Safety Committee First)


	
	

	Use of Human Subjects
· Any experiment using human subjects has passed through Ethics and Safety Committee Approval
· Projects using children have written permission of School Board/School and parents/guardians

· Participants had given informed consent to participate in any science fair project before the project began
