			IF YOU ENCOUNTER A BEAR





Remain calm; don’t panic.


Slowly make yourself as large as possible and speak in a calm voice.  Slowly move away to a safe area.


Once all children are safely inside and the bear has left, check the area to ensure no attractants are available.


Don’t scream or yell as this may provoke a bear.


Don’t run as this may trigger a pursuit by a bear.
