GRAD 2012 INFORMATION
An important update regarding the distribution of reserved tickets for the Penticton Secondary School Graduation Ceremony:

We have been required to alter our process for the distribution of tickets for this year’s Graduation Ceremony.  Wednesday, April 25, 2012, tickets for reserved seating for the 2012 Penticton Secondary School Graduation Ceremony will only be available at the South Okanagan Events Centre Box office, between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

Six reserved tickets have been allocated for each of our graduates, however, we request that you only take the amount of tickets that you will need.  Only Pen High grade 12 students and/or their parents are eligible to pick up the tickets.  Please note that photo identification may be required.  The reserved tickets that are not picked up by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, May 11, 2012, will be made available on a first come basis to grade 12 students and their parents on Monday, May 14, 2012, at the South Okanagan Events Centre Box office between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

There are a limited number of reserved seats available for individuals with mobility issues.  As well, split families can also be accommodated.  Please make the South Okanagan Events Centre box office personnel aware of these needs when you pick up the tickets.  Reminder:  The Penticton Secondary School Graduation Ceremony takes place on Friday, June 8, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. at the South Okanagan Events Centre. DOGWOOD DISTRICT AUTHORITY AWARDS
The Dogwood District Authority Award (District Scholarship) is offered to graduating students to reward excellence in a non-academic field.  The awards are intended to assist with post-secondary tuition and training costs.  The award is available to graduates who excel in Physical Activity (not limited to P.E.), Second Languages (including Aboriginal Languages), Fine Arts, and Applied Skills.  Awards are allocated on a per capita basis. This year Penticton Secondary School has 16 awards.  The $1,000.00 award consists of a $500.00 cheque and a $500.00 voucher that can be used toward post-secondary tuition or other costs. Recipients must be a Canadian citizens or permanent residents.  Students can receive both a Dogwood District Authority Award and a Grade 12 Graduation Program Examinations Scholarship.  The deadline for application is May 18, 2012.  This award represents a significant opportunity for many of our students.  Application packages will be available in the Counselling Office and Career Centre.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAMS
In May 2012, Penticton Secondary School has 96 grade 11 and 12 students who are writing a total of 154 challenging, 3 hour college level exams in Calculus, English, French and Physics.  Students who are participating in these rigourous intellectual endeavours deserve our congratulations.
