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CAREER DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS

Career Development Programs integrate school-based learning with work place experiences or post-secondary education. They are designed to prepare students to attain their educational, career and occupational objectives, to assist in the development of effective work habits and the flexibility to deal with change in school and the work place. Career Development Programs provide a context for teaching the relevance of learning and academic achievement.
· Career Exploration Program

A short-term placement that allows students to explore a career path of interest, satisfy Graduation Transitions work experience requirements and acquire documentation for a resume or post secondary application.
· Spotlight Sessions

Provide opportunities for employers, associations, and educational institutions to inform students of education, training, and career possibilities.

· Work Experience Program
Work Experience courses provide students with opportunities to gain graduation credits and to explore a range of career options.

Work Experience 12A and 12B are four credit courses that are completed outside of the timetable through independent guided study and work place experience provided by the school Career Centre.
Independent Directed Study (IDS) Work Experience 12A and 12B also provide four credits but allow the student to use an existing job to complete the work-place component of the courses. To be able to document your hours of summer employment you must register with the Career Center in June to get the appropriate forms.
· Secondary School Apprenticeship Program

The SSA program provides students the opportunity to be registered as an apprentice and to begin apprenticeship training while completing secondary graduation requirements.

SSA provides students with work experience in the form of paid workplace-based training and dual credit from both the secondary and post-secondary systems.

Sixteen graduation credits and a $1000 provincial scholarship are available to students through the SSA program.

· ACE IT Career Transition Programs 
This is a dual credit program, delivered in partnership with Okanagan College. The program provides education and entry level training opportunities for students who want to pursue a career in the skilled trades.

ACE IT students are registered apprentices, are enrolled in both Okanagan College (or other post-secondary institution) and their secondary school, and receive certification for Level 1 apprenticeship technical training.
