Principal’s Report:  Past events: The Rocket Rally that was missed in December due to the power outage was held in January in stead. Final exams have now been completed and the second semester is off to a great start. Class composition reviews and consultations are now underway. There are currently 2 classes that have 31 students. They are a Drama 9/10 class and a Science 10 class.  
Upcoming events: A Free the Children Leadership Presentation will be held on Feb 5/09. Grades 9 & 10 will attend along with some Senior Leadership students. The Chicago production will run from Feb 10-20.

Some grade 11 & 12 students will attend a career fair in Kelowna on Feb 6/09. Grade 9 students will attend The Economics of Staying in school in Penticton on Feb 16/09. Junior and Senior Basketball playoffs are starting and spring break is just around the corner.

New at SSS: A sample questionnaire for the SSS block rotation schedule was handed out. This survey or a similar one will be mailed home in the next 2 weeks. This is to allow parents to be aware of the upcoming changes to next years block schedule and to give parents the opportunity to  voice any concerns or suggestions. SSS would like to take on a Greenhouse Project. This project will involve the foods program, special ed program and science department Building of the greenhouse would be a joint project between journey men, teachers and students. The greenhouse would be built in the existing school courtyard. The school would like to apply for YES-2-IT funding in order to proceed with this project.
