Thomas is also introducing SAT study groups for students interested in an American University. 

Our guest, Vicki Lightfoot, presented concerns for WiFi in the schools. Parts of the US and Europe have banned them in some school districts because parents want more proof the technology is safe. Our district has recently installed wireless routers. There is a lot of science for and against in this area but it is also a very important issue as it affects our children. She presented a lot of information and suggested she make a presentation to the board on behalf of SSS.
