Principal's Report: We went through his report. A few things were added. Grad in Friday June 25 and students plus parents have yet to decide if they will divide the ceremonies into two days, starting Thursday. SSS is trying to set up a Bamfield fund to cover cash strapped students. A question concerning wording on Guardasil paperwork was directed to Interior Health. Rubics for dummies was presented and discussed. We learned this will be reported separate from report cards, which will still carry G/S/U. Student lobby a work in process with TV ordered. 

Trustee's Report: Sarah James, SSS Bridge program teacher gave an informative overview of her program to the Board of Education. Letters have been sent to the Premier and the Minister of Education asking that the education money be reinstated. A survey to determine health behavior in school aged children has been approved and SSS will participate. Some SSS students in Japan have H1N1 but it is being dealt with as needed. Madly, board meetings are getting very negative and political. The chair of DPAC told them they spent to little time talking real issues for resolution at the last meeting. We can only hope more people will offer constructive criticism.
