MOTION to adopt the October minutes as circulated was made by Joan Cossentine, seconded by Terri Leslie.
Trustee’s Report: 
Starting next year grade 9 French immersion will be at Summerland Secondary School, with progression each year to grade 10, 11 and 12. 
The Step Up conference was very well attended. We have received great ideas and feed back from the conference.  Many other school districts have made inquiries. School completion and transitions was the major focus.

School Boards are now called Boards of Education. Accountability contracts are no longer but rather an Achievement contract instead.

The Ministry of Education has pulled back or is withholding some funding in all school districts.  They are now reallocating the funds in a different way.  It is now per coarse funding rather than per student funding. Students used to be funded as full time students if they took 4 courses or more and they were funded as part time students if they took less than 4 courses. Now students who don’t attend full time will only be partially funded and students taking more than a full course load will also be funded according to the number of courses they take.

Pen High is now 60% complete and construction at SSS is set to start in early December.
