MOTION: to accept the April minutes as circulated was made by Barb Hubber.
Vice Principal’s Report: Donna Moroz gave a presentation on Rubrics. Rubrics  is an assessment of people skills, acceptance of self and others and personalized learning. Rubrics will be a tool that teachers will use to assess students and this assessment mark will be adjacent to the achievement letter grade.
A new updated version of the School Code of Conduct was also presented. The main changes to the code of conduct are the addition of—A student who has missed 25% (excused /unexcused) may be removed from the course. Also added  is Cell phone and i-pods are to utilized according to the classroom rules.

Trustee’s Report: The school board has been concentrating on the budget for the next year. The budget has been cut by 1.7 million dollars. This has been an extremely difficult challenge and the board has considered all areas when making any cuts. 1 director of instruction has retired and that position is not being staffed. At the secondary level approximately 12 blocks of class time will be cut for the next school year.  The new Superintendent is Wendy Hyer and Wendy comes from Merritt.
