Program Overview: Grade 7 French Immersion
French Language Arts is divided into Spelling, Grammar, Reading, Writing and Oral Communication.  Some of the assignments students will complete include novel studies, short story reading, book reports, writing activities, projects involving technology, poetry activities and Dictée tests.

Math is divided into several units including Basic Functions, Patterns and Relations, Integers, Fractions/Decimals/Percents, Geometry, Measurement and Statistics/Probability.  This year we are using the French version of the Math Makes Sense program.

Social Studies covers Pre-Historic Man and Ancient Civilizations including Egypt and Greece

Science units we will study this year are The Earth’s Crust, The Scientific Process & Science Fair, Ecology and Chemistry.

English is re-introduced in Grade 7.  Students have one block of English every other day.  

Physical Education will be every second day with M. Lemire and will be conducted in French.  Students are expected to have clean gym strip (shirt, shoes, shorts or track pants).  Students will also participate in Daily Physical Activity so I recommend that they have their running shoes at school every day.

Advisory (MAC) classes will focus on Personal Planning and Social Responsibility.  One tool we use is the ‘Get Set Program’ found in the student planner.  We will also be referring to the Tribes 4 Agreements (p.25 in the planner introduction) 

Fine Arts & Applied Skills will be structured the same way as last year.

School Life: In Grade 7 students will have many activities to look forward to including a team-building day at Camp Boyle, Bannermania, ski days, Winter Survival, swimming and skating.
